Before moving on to 1965, we shall agldew more notes from 1964unearthed since the maipt
of notes was produced and placed on the Club veeissitite 2012.

1) A grievous omission from 1964 notes: full ford&am MacMillan was the leading E Section
goal-kicker for the year, amassing 69 goals. (Wealagise for the oversight, although it probably
doesn't matter much, because he hasn't got a camput

2) Notes fromlhe Amateur Footballemagazine during 1964:

4 May, 1964: 20ld Geelong posted their second wintlie season by defeating Old Trinity. After
several poor seasons it was heartening to seetiek fgotball which has effected these three wins.
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New coach and captaiBrian Wawn has been keeping the boys hard at it and the siagm and
keenness has never been better.°

11 May 1964 was the first time the Senior and Reséeams had ever both scored wins on the
same dayCam MacMillan had kicked seven goals for the Firsts.

May 18:MacMillan kicked 9 goals, and 2Reserves Cap®lair Catanach is showing remarkable
manoeuvrability at full forward for the side.° Howa, it seemsThe Catanach Ascendanmyas
soon over for it was reported on May 25 tAdtChapman 2showed great form at full forward for
the Reserves.°

13 JuneMacMillan again kicked 9Rob Happell making a comeback played well on the half back
flank showing that he has lost none of his formelgement. The Reserves, struggling to field a
side (and seemingly missing both Catanach and Chapmafullatorward), were well and truly
beaten.

Date unknown in June: Captain/Codgtian Wawn again inspired the team by trying to goal from
centre-half-backTony Poolmanplayed his 58 game for the Club.

July 4: McMillan kicked another 9 goals, bringing his 50" for the season, anib Breadmore

played his 100th game. (MacMillan finished the s@asn 69 goals and was leading goal kicker in
the Section. He still attends OGFC games on a aedpasis * that's him towards the front wearing
the OGFC scalrf at the Club 18 Grand Final in 2012.)
