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7) We gave him a big, even huge, wrap last year for the same thing, but we can again report that past player 
Chris Barnett continues to umpire for the VAFA in the Reserves sections.   
 
Barney played 57 games for the Club from 1981, was a member of the Reserves Premiership side of 1988, 
and coached the Reserves Premiership side of 1990. (His only downside is that he barracks for Carlton.) 

  
That’s him in 1988, 
in the Old Essendon 
jumper, swapped 
after the premiership 
win, and again at 
Como back in 
Round 14, 2010 in 
the thick of things a 
few weeks ago.  
 
And we also saw 
him again in Round 

16, and again last Saturday (R18), this time teaming 
up with another OGS past player Matt Edmonds who 
is also umpiring for the VAFA - when that 
troublesome back permits.   
 
After a career which has seen him as General 
Manager of the Kooyong Lawn Tennis Club, and then 
the General Manager of Luna Park in St. Kilda (some 
would say there are distinct similarities between Luna 
Park and the OGFC), Barney is now the General 
Manger of Pinnacle L iving Retirement Villages in 
Balwyn and the Yarra Valley.  (We are relieved that 
Barney has not yet sent us a brochure, but we might 
point out to some of our Geelong readership the following note on Pinnacle’s website: “ The next exciting 
project for Pinnacle Living has been named Bellarine Springs, located a few minutes from Geelong on the 
spectacular Bellarine Peninsula.” )  
 
8) Engagements 
a) Seems it’s about Location. Location. Location.  We are pleased to 
report that former Reserves Premiership player of 2005 and 2007, 
150-game plus player, Reserves Coach of 2008 and 2009, sometime-
prolific goal kicker, and occasional player of 2010, Mark Leslie, 
announced his engagement a few weeks ago.

10) Introduction to the ear ly days of the Club 18 competition 
The Old Geelong Football Club’s inaccuracy in kicking for goal in recent seasons, and perhaps distant ones 
as well, has cost it dearly - quite probably the 2008 premiership, and perhaps this year when the Firsts lost 
two games - and possibly the chance to stay in C Section - despite having had more scoring shots.  Even last 
Saturday fortnight, the Reserves ensured a place in the finals by defeating Mazenod, 5-12 to 6-5, and that 
only after a late Mazenod shot grazed the goal post.

11) The Ear ly Days of the Club 18 Competition  
The Club 18 competition developed in the early 1970s as a very, very ad hoc contest for a few VAFA clubs 
which had a surplus of players above and beyond what was required for their Firsts and Reserves. In its first 
15 or so years it had no connection with the VAFA, and as a completely unofficial competition had no 
complications in relation to registration of players, transfers, etc., etc.   
 
The following items were kindly submitted by Lew 
Officer  (second from right, September 2009) a few weeks 
ago.  We had forgotten that he played some of his football 
in the OGS’  Club 18 sides in the 1970s.  
 
“ I have just had a second reading of Edition 11 of the 
Past Player Notes (June 2010). Roger the Dodger (Roger 
Cleary) mentioned therein had a distinguished career as 
Captain of the OGS’  portion of the “ Lions”  as we were 
then known in the very early days of the Clubbies. You 
may remember the other portion of the “ Lions”  was 
populated by OM’s, led by Jim Turnbull, who refused to 
play anywhere except full forward. The fact that Jim was 
incapable of kicking a goal didn’ t seem to worry him in 
the slightest! Luminaries of those days from “ our”  side 
included Bim Marshall, Neil Kearney, Michael Richmond, David Adams, Linden Hope, Lew Officer, 
Noddy Winter, and with occasional guest appearances from their house guests and those suspended from the 
Amateurs or other leagues.  
 
“ There were some good blokes on the OMs side too, including (now) Judge Graeme Hicks, a couple of 
Cudlips, Paul Ambrosy (from neither side, if I recall correctly)… and now my memory fades… 
 
“ Half time was unusual with the opposition in one huddle, OGs in another huddle and OMs in a third 
huddle. We often had change rooms available before the game, but they were invariably locked and without 
a key to be found!!….. (And when there were change rooms available, they certainly were of variable 
standard.)  And yes, we did manage to win a few games!!!”  
 
(Hell, yes, the change rooms. Fast forward about ten or 15 years to 1987, and the situation was little 
improved, little changed. These rooms, 
perhaps at Fawkner Park, might have been 
unlocked but we suspect that neither they, 
nor their accompanying artwork, will ever 
gain heritage registration.  
 
Those in the photo are John Henderson 
and - yet another mention - Chr is Barnett. 
Who would have guessed that they, well, 
especially John, would have gone on the 
following year to be part of the Reserves 
Premiership? Hopefully it was in the days 
before the VAFA gained sponsorship from 
the QUIT campaign, which in due course 
they held for many years. 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
And, as we digress from the subject at hand even 
further: that is the aforesaid John Henderson on the 
left, opposite, at the 20th anniversary reunion of that 
premiership win, held at Como on 16 August, 2008. 
With him is Andrew MacMillan who also played in 
that same team, and who was President of the Club in 
1990 when the OGS went on to win double 
premierships.  
 
These days John lives in Mildura, and Andrew in Perth. 
 
But now returning to Lew Officer and his report on the 
Club 18: 
 
“ The point of all this is that Roger the Dodger’s role at the OGFC was a lot greater than his four official 
games – although for reasons outlined above I don’ t think any record was kept of those C18 games played!  
I might be able to dig out a few old photos to send you!”  
 
[We digress again with more editorial notes:  
 
1) The L ions! We’d also forgotten they were called that. Pity I 
didn’ t start going to Africa earlier: this shot taken just last 
month (I hope our boys’  breath was better than his) could have 
made for a good logo. (There was, of course, no danger, because 
as is well known, lions don’ t eat fruit.) 
 
2) The Club 18 competition expanded somewhat over a number 
of years, and the VAFA, perhaps seeing it as growing threat, 
took it over at the start of the 1987 season.  They formalized its 
operating structures and requirements (including those relating 
to the wearing of shorts - see disgraceful photo of Bim 
Marshall below), to accord with the rest of the VAFA.] 
 
Lew continues: “ I have found a couple of old photos – from the notes on the back it was an Ogs v Marcus 
Oldham match in 1979 somewhere in Fawkner Park….do you know of any other occasion where the Ogs 
took on Marcus Oldham?? The grinner is Neil Kearney, and Yours Truly and Bim Marshall are 
rehydrating – presumably after the game…but then again, maybe not!”  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
(Editorial note: Lew apologised for the fact that he emailed the photos upside down, and hoped we could turn 
them the right way up.  Using our vast knowledge of IT, we actually managed to do this, eventually – but are 
now left wondering if they would have been better off left the way they were received.) Lew continues 
 
“ We had obviously received the benefit of the old OGs jumpers…the original Lions jumpers had no doubt 
fallen apart by then. They were in a poor state of disrepair when we got them, any they only got worse! 
 
“ Chris Reid was another Lions stalwart! And one memorable highlight was the day Tiger Richmond kicked 
1.11 from 13 set shots at Righetti Oval, Kooyong (an early home ground) – all from within 15 metres of 
goal….(yes – two missed everything!)”     
 
We’ re having a bit of trouble with the maths – Lew. Regardless, 
however, we don’ t think we should get Michael Richmond down 
to Como to give some tips to the previously-mentioned John 
Luxton. We have been able to find a photo of Michael in the 
middle, taken at Como sometime in the Seventies, getting a close-
up angle on what two flags might look like. (Had he been dropped 
from the Club 18 because of his match-losing performance the 
week before?)  In relation to the photo, we should probably point 
out that this was in the days before the VAFA’s rules banning the 
consumption of alcohol by spectators (and presumably goal 
umpires) during all VAFA matches.    
 
And a couple more notes from Lew: 
 
“ And a comment on David Adams (mentioned previously) – he enjoyed the camaraderie at the Lions so 
much he set off to circumnavigate the world alone in the Round the World Yacht Race…which he 
did…..twice!!”  (It was probably a case of anything to get away from those shorts.)  From an article in the 
Sydney Morning Herald in 2004: “Adams is as good a judge of attitude as anyone, having raced in six 
Sydney to Hobart races and won the Yamaha Osaka Cup. He was voted Australian yachtsman of the year 
almost a decade ago after a record-breaking win in class two of the 43,000-kilometre BOC Challenge 
around-the-world race, one of two times he completed the event.”  
 
And finally on the Lions: “ More on the early history of the Lions after lunching with James “ Dr Death”  
McDonald on Saturday!!! On one of those windswept ovals at Albert Park, there was the occasion when a 
Lion and an opponent had an altercation/blue, and the umpire sent them both off for the remainder of the 
game…they simply swapped jumpers and came back on!!!!!!!!” �

12) “ Oh! Hark! Do you hear a voice like velvet through the… sky…”  
Or, preferably:          Just keep your mouth SHUT 
 
These notes run the risk of becoming Officer-Dominated, but we have to add 
another paragraph received from Lew after a recent Under 19 game at Como: 
 
“ Nice comment about support for the Unders….. You will recall a couple of 
weeks ago when the OGS Captain (R. Officer) was sent off for what you 
described as a “ VERY audible obscenity”  (fortunately to his opponent, not the 
umpire!), I was goal umpire and Diana and Kate were tending the 
scoreboard…a family affair!! And I stand by my comment that he (Rob) gets 
that habit from his mother!!”

Weekly WebNotes:    
 
“He©s at it again – serial TV pest Robbie Officer has managed to 
get his face on camera again at the latest Demons’  game.”

14) Player Milestones  
a) Perhaps it was tempting fate. The same Weekly WebNotes for 

players (which the Editor of these Past-Player and Supporter Notes does not write, he only contributes some 
football-action shots) contained an item on 2 July that Ed Bayles was playing his 100th consecutive game 
for the Club that next weekend.   
 
“Ed Bayles will play his 100th consecutive senior game this weekend for the Ogs. This is a massive effort 
for a man who’s (sic – we think they meant whose) weight fluctuates 20 kg throughout the year. He has been 
a massive contributor to the Old Geelong Football Club on and off the field. The Club wouldn’ t be the same 
without him. Good luck this weekend mate.”  
 
Sadly, as reported in Part 1 of these August Past-Player and General Supporter Notes, the luck ended three 
games later when Ed cracked a bone in his ankle, and that brought his record of consecutive games to a halt. 
(We believe that the record for the greatest number of consecutive games for the Club belongs to Tony 
Brocksopp with 144 – Tony also holds the record for greatest number of games played for the OGS, which 
is 287.)

b) On a happier note, again lifted from the Players’  WebNotes, 
from sometime in July: “Mark Avery plays his 200th match for 
the hoops when he runs out with the White Knights on Saturday. 
(A contradiction in terms, unless they were referring to his socks. 
– Ed.)  Aves has spent most of his career in the Reserves, but has 
also done significant time in both the Seniors and the Club XVII, 
and even managed a few games for the Under 19’s while still at 
school in the late 90’s when he wasn’ t winning Rugby 
premierships for Geelong Grammar. The man has played in pretty 
much every position there is to play (apart from ruck), but will 
probably be remembered most for his time as full forward in the 
reserves in the early/mid 2000’s, when he was regularly kicking 

bags of six or seven. After playing in a couple of finals 
series, Aves was finally able to land that elusive premiership, 
when he helped the reserves to the flag over Old Mentone in 
2007, playing a great game on the wing. Probably the only 
lowlight of Mark’s career was the time he was dropped from 
the seniors in 1999 in favour of a young Henry “ Moose”  
Edgar……shattering.   Thankfully Aves has been able to 
move on from that blow and play some footy. 
Congratulations from all the Oggery, and here’s hoping you 
don’ t celebrate like you did on your last day at Macquarie.”  
 

Mark was also President of the OGFC from 2006 to 2008, and spent many other years on the Committee. It 
seems that both his playing and non-playing careers may have come to an end shortly after his 200th game, 
when a change in work situation led to a move to Sydney.

Tom started his career with OGS back in 2003, and soon developed a liking for featuring in fine action 
photos, such as that on the left, taken in the same year.

Jim O’Hare, has been an extremely solid, loyal and consistent member 
of the Reserves over a number of years, and was a member of the 2007 
Reserves Premiership team.  And that’ s him on the right last Saturday, 
number 44, perhaps not being quite as solid as usual.

15) Schools L iaison    
The return of the Under 19s over the past three seasons has led 
to (or, at the very least, co-incided with) a significant 
improvement in the relationship with our feeder schools.  The 
number of recruits coming into the Club in the year or two 
after leaving school has gone up from an average of one a year 
to a dozen or so from each school.  Some of the contacts effected during the past season are detailed 
as follows. 
 
With Geelong Grammar and Geelong College 
This report received from someone, thank you, but it was so long ago we forget whom:  
 
“The OGFC organised a table of ten to attend the annual Carji Greeves/Newman Clubs dinner on Friday 
June 4th at the Geelong Football Club. (Yes, I know this is not yesterday’s news. - Ed)  The timing change to 
the evening before the GGS vs GC game (had previously been held on the Monday following the game) was 
very well received by attendees with a record crowd of 350 parents, supporters and friends of our two feeder 
schools.  Ian Cover (of Coodabeen Champions fame) did a fantastic job in MC©ing the evening, whilst guest 
speakers Sam Newman and his impersonator (Andrew Startin) humoured the crowd.  Many items were 



auctioned over the evening (none of which were purchased by the OGFC table............for a change) and it 
would be fair to say a good amount of money was raised over the night.

But the College managed to steady the ship and take home the trophy 
on yet another occasion. Fraser  Cameron from Geelong College took out the Peter  Betts Memor ial Shield 
for best afield, whilst Geelong Grammar©s Brent Macleod was awarded an OGFC Training Jumper for the 
best player in the losing side.” 
 
With Geelong College  
From Nick Betts:  
“On Thursday 10 June 2010, Nick Mitchell (Senior Coach) 
and a number of players headed down the highway to have a 
training session with the Geelong College Year 11 and 12 
footballers.  
  
The OGS players (all Old Collegians) in attendance included 
Henry Johnstone (photo right, Geelong College First 18 
Captain 2009 and a senior footballer at OGS in 2010), Cal 
Wood (OGS Under 19 Premiership player and our U19 Best 
& Fairest winner 2009) and Shaw Kitchen (who has played 
Under 19 and senior footy at the OGS this year).  
  
Nick addressed the playing group, and Henry, Cal and Shaw all took part in the 
training session; coming on the back of the College win over Grammar the 
Saturday before, they noted that the mood was great on the track! 
  
It was a good chance to meet with the Year 12 footballers (potential 
OGS recruits for 2011) and hopefully it gave them an insight into the 
opportunities to play for OGS once leaving school. It also highlighted the larger 
OGS community existing in Melbourne (and Geelong, with a number of players 
heading up the highway each week to play for the OGFC!) and the opportunity 
this presents if a move to Melbourne is made following school.
