The extra names mentioned by Lew above are all past players for the OGFC. A brief summary of their 
careers: 
 
Braddy: 
is Don Bradshaw (left, below) who played 127 games for Club from 1969 to 1978, was Runner Up to the 
Firsts Best & Fairest in 1976, and was co-Captain of the Firsts in 1971 (with the other more focussed bloke 
in the photo, Richard Weibye).  Don has been living in Hamilton since his playing career ended with the 
Club. His wife Pammy is the sister of Cath Bell (in green in photo below right), who is in turn the mother of 
current player (and 2005 Firsts Best & Fairest) Jamie Bell (fourth from the right in photo right).  

 

 
 

 

Andrew Perry - 1980 
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Gretto:  
is Michael Gretton-Watson.  You can see Gretto’s name 
(just once) in the 100-game section of Club’s website 
<oldgeelong.com.au> <The Club> <Club History> 
<100 games>. (He is seen here taking the ground for his 
100th, far too fast for the camera’s shutter speed, in 1968.) 
 
But if you go to <The Club> <Club History> <Honour 
Board> section of the site you will see his name, almost 
ad nauseam, as the Treasurer of the OGFC over an 
extraordinary number of the Club’s 50 seasons at Como 
Park. Gretto, through his accountancy firm Ingrams is 
also a significant sponsor  of the Club, and if you go to 
the <The Club> <Club History> <Outstanding 
Achievements> section of the Website you will also see 
that he was awarded a VAFA Certificate of Mer it for 
Outstanding Service to Amateur Football in 2004. 
 
AGW Hunter: 
is better known as Sandy Hunter . Sandy (middle right at 
the back) played 117 games for OGS from 1976 to 1983, 
and was the Most Consistent in 1982. His greatest claim 
to fame was booting 11 goals against North Brunswick 
at Como in about 1978, and if you have an hour or so to 
spare he’d be more than happy to tell you about it. 
Sandy has been working in the insurance industry for 
many years, as well as retaining a considerable interest 
in horse racing.    

 
 
 
Anderson S: 
is Steve Anderson (left, opposite) who played 101 games 
for the Club from 1972 to 1981. He was Best First Year 
Player in 1972 and Runner Up to the Firsts Best & 
Fairest the following year. Steve has been working with 
Biggin & Scott in commercial real estate for many years 
and is often seen at Pivot Club Lunches.  
 
 
         
 

 
 
Slattery R:    
is Rod Slattery (photo right) who 
played 63 games in 1982-87 and 
whose (possibly) greater claim to 
fame is being the uncle of current 
player Tom Slattery and of recently 
retired Andrew Slattery (right, in 
photo left) who played about 83 
games for the Reserves from around 
2002 to 2007, and was a member of

the Reserves’  Premiership side of 2005.    
 
 
And, finally, from this group mentioned by Lew Officer: 
 
Marshall A:   

is Alan C. L. “ Bim”  Marshall  whose 
claim to fame was amassing 56 games from 1977 to 1985, and in the process winning the Reserves’  Best & 
Fairest in both 1977 and in 1978, and the Club’s Most Improved in  1981. Bim has been practising a 
Barrister since 1983, and in an attempt to improve on his photo on the Victorian Bar website, we display a 
couple that were taken around during his time with the OGS.    
 
 
 
 
2)  Which brings us to another past player to win 
two Reserves Best & Fairests who is one Scott 
Moffatt in 1980 and again (shared) in 1984, who 
played 129 games for the OGS from 1978 to 
1988. (photo of him receiving 100-game trophy).  
The Max Moffatt who chipped in for a couple of 
goals for the Under 19s last Saturday in Round 3 
is his son..

never actually played a game for the OGS.  (*  No, he was not on assignment.)

And Will Winter (top 
left, photo left) is the 
son of Peter  Winter , 
who played 34 games 
in the 1970s, in 
addition to being Club 
Secretary 1979-81. 
After many years
